~ Signatures on Listing Agreements
In order to sell real estate in the State of Ohio, agreements must be in writing. Section
1335.05 of the Ohio Revised Code requires a “contract or sale of lands, tenements or
2 hereditaments, or interest in or concerning them” to be in writing and signed by the

/ party to be charged. In the case of the listing agreement, (which is a contract between
7 the owners of the real estate and the listing broker) the agreement must be signed by
the party against whom the contract is sought to be enforced in order for that party to
be bound by its terms.
