HUD Marks40th Anniversary of the Fair Housing Act

More than 10,000 people filed housing discrimination complaints last year, mostly from persons
with disabilities, according to an annual report released by the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development. HUD also found that race-based housing discrimination was the second most
frequent reason individuals filed complaints.

Of the more than 10,000 complaints filed last year, 43% alleged discrimination against persons with disabilities, while
37% alleged racia discrimination. Most complainants claimed to be victims of discrimination in the terms and
conditions of the sale or rental of housing, or outright refusal to rent.
