Open houses can be a great way to introduce potential buyers to a home without the need of setting
appointments. They can also be a way to find new buyer clients who may be just beginning a search for a new
home. However, open houses can also be a source of confusion for those hosting and attending when it comes
to representation and compensation issues.
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Many times, a buyer who has been working with a REALTOR® will decide to attend an open house without being
accompanied by their REALTOR®. Then, the hosting REALTOR® begins to market the property to the buyer at
the open house. If there is no discussion regarding the REALTOR® with whom the buyer has been working, the
buyer may be put in a position of either writing the offer with the hosting REALTOR® or paying the first
REALTOR® themselves. Or, in some cases, that REALTOR® may end up working for free.

Since REALTORS® are paid based upon who procured a buyer for a property, it is important to understand the
do’s and don’ts of open houses. The Professional Standards Committee of the Cincinnati Area Board of
REALTORS® has come up with a helpful Guide for addressing open house situations.

C"f"‘_q‘ The Ohio Division of Real Estate and Professional Licensing publishes actions taken
T V against licensess for violations of Ohio license law. The current issue includes a

revocation of a broker’s license for failing to personally oversee and direct the operations
of a brokerage with which a license was affiliated. The licensee further entered into an
agreement to allow an unlicensed person to operate the brokerage as broker, using the
licensees name or license for benefit of the brokerage. The licensee also allowed a person
not licensed as a broker to act as such. The broker is ineligible for reinstatement.
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Additional disciplinary actions were taken against licensees for: allowing an unlicensed person to perform duties
of a licensee, improper handling of the Agency Disclosure form/Consumer Guide, failure to include the agent’s
name in advertising and/or broker’s name on every viewable page of a website, mishandling of funds
/commissions, offering property for sale without the knowledge or consent of all owners of the real estate (or
their authorized agent), failure to follow a client’s lawful instructions and more.
